Minutes of February 19, 2011 Meeting


Nancy Taylor, president, called the meeting to order

Guests:  Joyce West, Donna Stewart, and Missy Taylor assistant to Holly Dunn, who present our program.
New Members are:  James W. Brown, Sieglinde (Sigi) Field, Ginny Patterson, Cathie Reeves and Joyce West.
“Challenge” Exhibition:  Nancy Taylor called on Exhibition Chair Susan Spohn to report on the upcoming “Challenge Subject” Exhibition May 21st.  Susan said Dalhart and Michael Windberg will be exhibiting also but they are showcasing the CTPS exhibit.  The Windbergs are donating a “Best of Show” award, a gift certificate to their art store. A ribbon will be awarded in each category. Door prizes will be awarded throughout the evening reception.  CTPS and the Windbergs will share expenses in advertising and printing of invitations.  Members may exhibit 3 paintings from the list of the eight “challenge subjects” posted from September to October.  Dalhart and Michael Windberg will act as our judge.  A prospectus will be emailed to members the first of March.
August Workshop:  Workshop Chair Denise Mahlke announced that Dinah Worman of Taos, NM will be the instructor for the August Workshop which is in conjunction with our 10th Annual Exhibition and Competition. Denise then presented an introduction of Ms. Worman’s work on the Windberg’s full-screen projection.  She told members that by submitting a $75 deposit by May 21st would hold their space in the August 13-14th workshop.
April Program Change:  Program Chair Jeri Salter said that a program change has been made for the April meeting.  Lucretia Coke of Austin will present an informal talk on the art life of Texas artist Frank Reaugh.  Ms. Coke was a former student of Mr. Reaugh and painted plein air with his students many times. Jeri gave a brief history of artist Frank Reaugh. Jeri explained that Ms. Coke is an elder lady and that she (Jeri) would be “interviewing” Ms. Coke.   Bob Douglass, who originally scheduled for April, will present his program on perspective next year.

Jeri said March program features CTPS favorite Bob Rohm who will conduct an afternoon mini-workshop which has been filled.
Members are invited to bring their paintings to the March or April meetings for hanging in the May 21st “Challenge” Exhibition.

IAPS 9th Biennial Convention:  Susan Spohn, IIAPS Chair, gave a listing of activities before and after the IAPS Convention June  2-5 in Albuquerque, NM. Plans are being made to organize a day for social time with Austin Pastel Society and Texas Pastel Society.

He said there is a passive presence which directs viewers to our website and other links such as Windberg Art Center and IAPS.
