Board Meeting Minutes


July 6, 2011

Attending:   Glenn Hollowell, Jeri Salter, Nancy Taylor, Susan Spohn, Jane Frederick, Kathleen Hornyak, Denise LaRue Mahlke, Margaret  Roush, and Nancy Ohlenbusch

Absent: Bob Douglass, Nancy Manoogian, Kathy McCarter, and Char Sylvest

Nancy Taylor, President, opened the meeting at Jeri Salter’s home.  

Bob Douglass will compile our directory again after the deadline for dues payment.

Susan Spohn reported that Dick Blick has an affiliate program in which our club will receive a small portion when purchases are made.  The board agreed to become an affiliate member.  There will be a button on our website through which members may go to make purchases from Dick Blick.  

Nancy T.  discussed name tags.  She will check to see if the Visual Arts Club member is still making the tags.  

Discussion occurred about the programs for 2011-2012 led by Jeri Salter.  The programs will be designed to provide an opportunity to add skills for the next month’s challenge painting.  There will also be two mini workshops: one in the fall and one in the spring.

The challenge paintings were discussed as follows:

(see Attachment A) Note: a different order occurred in the discussion than in the attachment.

September - Up in the Air - aerial perspective, up or down

October - Wildness Preservation - parks

November - Linear Notes in Pastel

December - Fruits and Vegetables (holiday party time) - Ties in with mini workshop led by an artist such as Susan Carlin on painting a single piece of fruit or vegetable

January - Abstraction

February - Hey, Lighten Up

March Crossroads - perspective or decision time

April - Pets -  Ties in with workshop led by an artist such as Jan Weaver 

May - Figures in a Scene

Other idea - Painting a Rose

Program ideas were discussed as follows: 

September or October - Presentation from someone from the Blanton in Austin

October - Program on IAPS - roundtable discussion by those members who attended

November - Demo by an artist such as Susan Carlin, followed by mini workshop on painting a still life

December - Holiday party

January - Program led by Jeff Leedy who does humorous art.  Ties in with Hey, Lighten Up challenge in February

March  -Mini-workshop led by Jan Weaver on painting your pet.  Ties in with April challenge of pets.

April - 

May - Figures in a scene, led by an artist such as Kathy McCarter

Other ideas - program about a famous pastel artist such as Mary Cassatt.  Ties in with challenge of Pastels Interpretations of the Masters.  Copy a famous painting, perhaps one that is not originally a pastel.

Perspective - Bob Douglass - Tied to challenge of crossroads

Workshop possibilities were presented by Denise Mahlke.  Margaret Dyer was suggested as competition judge and workshop presenter for 2012.  Other persons including  Bob Rohm, Desmond O’Hagan, Richard McKinley, Liz Hawood, Steve Napper, and Ann Templeton were all mentioned.

The workshop presented by Dinah Worman will make.  She has requested that it be limited to 15 participants.

Publicity was discussed by Glenn Hollowell.  Press  releases for the competition are in the works to surrounding areas.  Facebook for CTPS is a static page for now.  It directs viewers to our website.  We can take the page further later, if desired.

The 2011 May Challenge Show was discussed.  General consensus was that we should have another show in May, depending on the Windbergs’ input.  (See Attachment B)  It is thought that the costs for the May show was about $300, at least.  As the discussion progressed, it was suggested that if a May show happens again, better reception times would be from 6 pm to 8 pm (not 5 pm to 9 pm).  Other ideas were to charge members to exhibit to help with the costs, have wine, cheese and crackers, send out our own postcards and publicity, have ribbons but give certificates to award winners.  The board will meet again to discuss specifics. 

For the competition in August, dues must be paid by June 2011.  The CAC will charge 35% commission on sales.  Susan Spohn, exhibits chair, requested photos of entries be taken before framing and sent to her.  Susan reminded members to get the CAC information to them by August 1.

Newsletter - Since no one has stepped forward to be the newsletter editor, we will be posting information on the website.  Jane and Kathleen offered to help write about the meetings.  E-mails could be sent to members to refer to the website.  Susan can post pictures and summaries.   Jeri can write synopsis of programs and send them to Susan.  The minutes will be on the website.  Nancy T. can send notices to members via e-mail.  
Website - Discussion about the website included the possibilities of paying dues on line, posting member prospectuses, member’s shows, book information, etc.

Nancy T. will check with Nancy M. to confirm that our fees for the use of the Windberg Art Center is paid through 2011.

Changes need to be made to the by-laws and job descriptions.  This will be taken up in the future.

Membership Chair Char Sylvest has declined the position.  Jane agreed to do membership temporarily.

We will have an exhibit at St. David’s Hospital from Wednesday, September 28 to Tuesday, October 25.

The meeting was adjourned.

Ideas for Board Meeting 2011 

I would like to see us tie in some of the challenge paintings with our programs and mini-workshops. This 
would involve having the program the month before the challenge tie-in. 
Ideas for Challenge Paintings with tie-in programs: 
Mini-workshop with artist such as Susan Carlin on still life of a single piece of fruit or veg. - Challenge 
Title, "Paint Your Fruits and Vegetables" pretty cut and dry but simple can be beautiful 
Mini-workshop with artist such as Jan Weaver on painting your pet - Challenge Title, "Man's Best Friend 
and Purrfect Partners" yes, that's right, dogs and cats 
Program with Jeff Leddy (he does humorous art and he has asked for month of Jan. or Feb.) - Challenge 
Title, "Hey, lighten Up!" paintings that are whimsical or funny 
Program about famous pastel artist such as Mary Cassatt (don't know who will do it yet) - Challenge 
Title "Pastels Interpretations of the Masters" copy a famous painting but pick one that is not originally 
a pastel 
Program about painting a rose (don't have idea about who) - Challenge Title, "A Rose by Any Other 
Name" 
Program with Bob Douglass about Perspective - Challenge Title, "Crossroads" (this was one of Susan S. 
ideas that I linked with Bob) paintings about roads or coming to a decision 
Challenge Painting Ideas that don't link up: 
"linear Notes in Pastel" - pastels that have very strong line definition. Anything from pure drawing to 
something that straddles the line between drawing and painting. 
"Abstraction of Details" - paint something in such close up detail that it is not clear what it is at first. 
(Susan S. also started me on this idea) Fred Sommers does paintings of leaves that sometimes look 
abstract till you realize what they are. You could even paint something microscopic. 
"In Wildness is the Preservation of the World" - Quote from Henry David Thoreau, paintings from state 
or national parks or any park but one that's not too manicured. 
ATTACHMENT B
Ideas about the Challenge Painting Show: 

Next time we won't have the Rita Lallathin Award but I thought of another kind of award we could give 
out. We could call it the "Spirit Award" chosen and presented by the President for the artist that best 
exemplifies the spirit of the challenge best, either the most interesting or original within the confines of 
the definition of that challenge. This award would be judged on theme more than skill. 
I have heard some people talking about how the awards were given out. Here is a compromise that I 
think would work quite well. Have the ribbons on the paintings before people get there like last time 
because not everyone wants to stay for award ceremony but give out certificates at the ceremony and 
do the shake hand and take picture thing. We also need to have someone give brief thank you to 
Windbergs at that time, probably the president. 
Susan mentioned having an area designated for each challenge when they are dropped off. I think that's 
a great idea, it would save a lot of time. Maybe even come up with something like it for the competition 
in Aug. - one side small, one side large, & exhibition only. Actually in Aug. they may even be doing that 
already.
